The provincial government has announced their open for 

summer plan that documents the various stages of easing 

COVID-19 restrictions.  

In summary, here are the key highlights and relevant updates for places of worship:  
 

Beginning Friday, May 28, 2021 

¶ The capacity limit for worship services goes back to the 15% of the fire code occupancy. 

¶ There will be no change on funerals, weddings, and baptisms. 

¶ Masks remain mandatory. 
 

Beginning Tuesday, June 1, 2021 

¶ Wedding ceremonies may have up to 10 people, including the officiant, bride/groom, wit-

nesses and any photographers/videographers. Receptions remain prohibited. NOTE: The gov-

ernment has now included photographers and videographers to the 10 people allowed. The 

Archdiocese does not consider the soloist and the instrumentalist included in the 10 people 

allowed. 

¶ Funerals: Funeral ceremonies may have up to 20 people, not including facility staff, funeral 

clergy or organizers not considered guests. Receptions remain prohibited. 

¶ Baptisms: The Archdiocese continues to limit the attendees to 10 people for Baptisms. 

¶ House Blessings: We continue to recommend that house blessings (inside gatherings) happen 

only after stage 2 begins.

 My friends, did you ever think that receiving approval to have fifteen 

percent attendance in a Church the size of OLPH would seem like pretty excit-

ing news? Me neither, but at the present moment, I am feeling very joyful about moving 

from fifteen persons to fifteen percent attendance. This, for two reasons. One; I always had an 

uncomfortable feeling as I stood in the foyer greeting attendees, knowing that I might have to 

turn some folks away, and unfortunately, I did. That is completely counter intuitive to what a 

pastor wants to be doing. We want to invite you in, not send you away. I am very grateful to 

all of you who responded with dignity and grace during these last few weeks, those who 

phoned and were looking for a spot but did not find one, our ever present and ever patience 

screeners and ushers, those who came to the Church, found out we were at capacity and were 

gracious in their acceptance of the situation. God bless you all my friends. The Lord has al-

ways been in charge and here we are, moving in a forward and positive outlook direction. 

Two; increased numbers means movement in a positive direction. Donôt need to explain that 

one any further. 

So, what does moving forward mean to us at Our Lady of Perpetual Help parish? Short term, 

it means a call to action, and out of retirement of those who were serving so faithfully as 

screeners, ushers, and cleaners for the many months since we opened for business almost ex-

actly one year ago. My friends, at this point, masks, sanitizing, distancing, and cleaning are 

still a way of life for us. The Alberta Bishops and their covid committees are meeting now and

looking at how do we welcome our parishioners back en masse, to Mass as we progress through 

the different stages of the relaunch.  

Assuming things go well, vaccination rates go up, and everything else goes down

(hospitalization, ICU cases and new covid cases, all trending downward), we need to think 

about how Mass will be in our parish community. In some ways having limited attendance 

makes things very straightforward. Logistically it is challenging to manage but it is managea-

ble. As we move forward toward no restrictions any longer, some folks will still wear masks for 

their own peace of mind. How will we adapt to gradually, actually sitting beside each other at 

Mass without six feet between us? Where does our music/singing fit in? Our proclaimers and 

Extraordinary ministers of the Eucharist? What about comfort level for receiving the Precious 

Blood from the chalice? Some of these things will be mandated by the Alberta Bishops, some 

we, ourselves will have to discern and come to peace with, here in the parish. 

 There are a good number of positive potentials that will evolve out of this covid experi-

ence here in the parish. One of the great gifts is that we can transition our screeners/ushers into 

Greeters and Hospitality folks. They have been very welcoming in adverse circumstances; I am 

sure they will be even friendlier when they do not need to be asking many repetitive questions 

every time we see one another. I believe we have become a more welcoming parish throughout 

this adventure. We need to continue to offer live stream opportunities for those of our dear 

faithful who are unable to fulfill their Sunday obligation because of health and or mobility chal-

lenges. For the rest of us, we need to come to some peace with how we will go about resuming 

life, post-covid. Not just at the parish level but at the grocery store and at the arena. It will be a 

slow graduation to normalcy as we know it. Each of us will move forward with varying degrees 

of progress. We were all affected somewhat differently we will all recover in different ways and 

at different rates. Please view each of your brothers and sisters with the same love that Jesus 

does, even if they are not doing things just like you are. 

 All this to say, my friends, we are getting there. Slowly but surely, with the grace of 

God, and our cooperation with His grace, we will get there. Think about what you are looking 

forward to. More grandkids real time, freedom to come and go without worrying about num-

bers, travel, seeing family in person, just to suggest a few. I look forward to a hug and a hand-

shake. They do not need to be at the same time or with the same 

person, they just need to happen. God made us to be in relationship 

with Him, with others, and with ourselves. I look forward to cele-

brating Mass with our seniors in the longterm care homes again. I 

also look forward to hanging out in our school classrooms in per-

son, and not just on the smartboard. Letôs face it, smartboard and Fr. 

Jim in the same sentence, is kind of an oxymoron. Tee hee.
